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“Interacting with Japanese Culture” (spring semester):

Both in academic study and in everyday life, we come into contact with
“Japanese culture” through a large variety of media and practices. This
course introduces up-to-date English-language research about today’ s
Japan, organized according to sites of interaction with culture. We will
consider the ways scholars think about everyday topics including music,
food and drink, sports, tourism, comedy, fashion, festivals, and the internet,

and we will discuss these research topics in English during class.

“The Japanese Short Story” (fall semester): In this course, we will read short
works of Japanese fiction by famous writers from modern, premodern, and

contemporary times. We will discuss how to interpret stories from a variety
of genres and how they fit into the history of writing in Japan. By reading
and discussing these stories in English, we will gain new perspective on
Japanese society and literature around the world. This class is recommend-
ed for students interested in language, translation, and literature.

(Globalizing Japanese culture)
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"Critical Reading for Discussion” (spring semester): This course is designed to
provide non-native English speakers with basic reading skills to become
comfortable expressing themselves in English. Class members will discuss
assigned readings and exchange views in English using a variety of methods
including turn-based discussion, roundtable discussion, and debate.

"Topics in migration studies" (spring semester): This course explores the signifi-
cance of migration and intercultural encounters in shaping modern and
contemporary Japan. We will examine cases of migration both from and into
Japan from the Meiji period to the present, including Japanese diasporas in
Asia and the Americas, colonial and postcolonial migrations to Japan, and
contemporary issues.

"Globalizing Japanese culture" (fall semester): This course provides an overview
of Japan's historical and contemporary roles in shaping global cultural and
intellectual production. We will explore topics in intellectual history, literaure,
religion, cultural anthropology, and pop culture.
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“Interacting in International Classrooms” (spring semester)

and “Notetaking and Presentation Basics” (fall semester): Through these
courses you will learn and practice skills necessary for academic interaction in
English. You will develop reading, speaking, and listening skills (particulary in
the spring semester), as well as skills at notetaking and presenting research
(mainly in the fall semester). Each meeting will focus on a topic related to

Japan, selected according to the interests of the students enrolled.
